INFORMATION LETTER


On October 10-12, 2019 Syktyvkar State University named after Pitirim Sorokin organizes the International Scientific Conference “Pitirim Sorokin and global development paradigms of the XXI century” (to the 130th birthday). The conference is supported by the Ministry of National Policy of the Komi Republic and State budget institution of the Komi Republic “Pitirim Sorokin Center “Heritage”. The venue of the conference is Syktyvkar - the capital of the Komi Republic, homeland of the great sociologist.

With the naming Syktyvkar State University after Pitirim Sorokin in early 2014, a new page was opened in the history of the university, social science and the study of heritage of fellow countryman. The I International scientific conference devoted to 125th anniversary celebration of Pitirim Sorokin’ birth took place in August 2014, with establishing of monument recognizing achievements of world-renowned academic.

Researchers repeatedly appealed to theoretical heritage of outstanding Russian-American sociologist Pitirim Sorokin, a native Komi. Methodology of Sorokin covers not only the cognition of society and its culture, but also explanation of socio-cultural changes and social processes modeling. This topic is especially important in the absence of general concept of understanding the present processes in society, which could make possible the society present state description and future development identification.

Mechanical application of ideas of the academic to modern world situations is impossible. Rethinking, integration and development of Pitirim Sorokin theoretical concepts in relation to current public agenda are required.
              As part of the International Scientific Conference a presentation of previously unrevealed material from the University of Saskatchewan archive of Pitirim Sorokin in Canada will be organized. Syktyvkar State University named after Pitirim Sorokin has been granted the exclusive right to explore previously inaccessible materials for Russian researchers: personal correspondence, unpublished books manuscripts, compendium of lectures given at Harvard University.

MAIN TOPICS OF THE CONFERENCE
1. Sorokin’s scientific heritage and modern sociological knowledge in the USA and Russia.
2. Sorokin’s view on social mobility and social mobility particularity in modern societies.

3. Social conflicts in the modern world and humanitarian workings of their prevention according Sorokin’s opinion.

4. Cultural significance of P. Sorokin’s heritage and socio-cultural record of modernity.

After the conference a collection of participants’ articles and speeches will be published. All materials will have ISBN, UDC and LBC codes and will be included in Russian Science Citation Index database.

There is no registration fee for participation in the conference. Publication of accepted articles is free of charge. Distance participation is allowed.

The article must contain the name and information about the author (first name, last name, position and place of employment, academic status and academic degree), abstract (annotation) and keywords. The article length should be 6 - 8 pages.

Footnotes to the sources – automatic, paginal, with increasing numbering to the end of the text, font - Times New Roman, font size - 10, line spacing - single. Footnotes and bibliographical references should be written according to GOST R 7.0.5 2008.
